-the business man -- > obsessed with materials (ทรัพย์สิน), He wanted to gain more.  
-the tippler -- > cannot handle the stress of life and turn to drink 
-the lamplighter - - > strictly followed the orders/ lack of passion to find some reprieve 
(relaxation)  
* the lamplighter has the least funny job because he has a relationship with something 
other than himself -- > the importance of establishing ties 
-the geographer - - >  narrowed minded, focus on theory but never experience the world 
outside.
